	A metropolitan city located in the southeast of Korea. It borders Yangsan-si, Gyeongsangnam-do and Ulju-gun, Ulsan Metropolitan City to the north, and Changwon-si and Gimhae-si, Gyeongsangnam-do to the west.
It is the second-largest city in Korea after Seoul and the first ‘directly-control’ metropolitan city. It is the most populous of the six ‘semi-autonomous’ metropolitan cities. Along with Gyeongsangnam-do province, it is the only administrative unit with a population of 3 million in southeast South Korea. If the scope is expanded to include all administrative units in South Korea, it is the third most populous after Gyeonggi-do and Seoul.
